“We’re now working on the second phase of the project which is much more about underpinning all of those images with academic credibility and being able to sort of source out different types of information that has, you know, perhaps additional merit in terms of being able to add academic content to students work as (an image pops up on the screen of the Object History page) they’re perhaps moving through their contextual studies etc (1:17 minutes). It was a huge collection that Wayne and Stella asked us to sort of work with, and to be able to put that all together in a database that could then be accessed by, you know, thousands of people across the world (1:26 minutes).  The students can actually use the information to enhance their studies and and have a kind of like a first point of call really to be able to go forward and find other ways which they can seek out information. They can take some information from the site and expand on it through there own sort of interest and, you know, by being introduced to some of it perhaps they would never have had any kind of knowledge of previously. (1:51 minutes)
We’ve been very privileged to be a part of this project because what its meant from the very early stages we’ve been able to integrate all of the material that’s available to us from this association with Wayne and Stella and Dave into our modules and our assignments (2:08 minutes). (A series of images flashed up of University of Wolverhampton students’ work). We’ve run several projects with our textiles students where they’ve taken the images, collected them as goodiebags on the site where they’ve put things that are similar themes together so that they can then kind of like relate to them in terms of how they design their greetings cards or their table top or their print designs or their rug designs, what ever it might be that their actually working on (2:37 minutes). And it’s been interesting to see how they’ve kind of taken an idea and manipulated it and turned it into quite a contemporary image really (2:44 minutes). There’s things where the students have maybe taken something that, one of the students took something that was about (an image of the student’s work flashed up on screen) aircraft and modern transport and the development of transport through what they found on the site and then turned into a set of gift-wrap and table top items which where very contemporary in the way they where turned out (3:09 minutes). Another student looked at fifties housewives (an image of the student’s work flashes up on the screen) and the kinds of objects and art and articles (an image from the kitchen section of the Land of Lost Content website flashed up on screen) and machinery within the kitchen I suppose that they might have to work with and turned it into something much more contemporary and much more (an image of students work flashes up on screen) modern in terms of what the objects where really. So it’s been about taking the past sort of moving it into the present and also the future (3:37 minutes). So I think we’re at a very, you know, interesting point in terms of our academic contribution to the project and were looking at working with other institutions to enrich that knowledge base even further really” (3:53 minutes).
