“Hello my names Stella Mitchell and I own and run the Land Of Lost Content Museum In Craven Arms” (0:06 seconds).

“We’ve been working on on this Land Of Lost Content site now for about three or four years but I’ve been collecting for a heck of a lot longer than that (0:20 seconds). I began collecting really first of all in earnest when I was an art student back in Birmingham in the early 1970s. I saw Peter Blake’s ‘A Toy Shop Window’ in the pop art exhibition at the Haywood Gallery that was in the summer of nineteen sixty nine and it was a damascene moment because I realised that you could use nostalgic items to make fine art” (0:48 seconds).

“I thought this is marvellous you could you could actually make works of art without touching a paintbrush, and I did I actually did painting at Birmingham College of Art and never touched a paintbrush (1:06 minutes). But that was the sort of start of my my interest in things past (1:13 minutes). I now have what could be classed as one of the largest collections of twentieth century memorabilia in the UK and it certainly is the largest on display in one under one roof” (1:25 minutes).

“And I was always aware all the time I was growing up of the past, the recent past and I and it was an interest that I sort of acquired as a very small child actually I remember being about eight years old and going to a jumble sale and buying a set of what we call in the trade carte de visite type photographs. Little card card photographs from Edwardian times and I thought this was wonderful because they showed old people looking looking most peculiar I thought, they weren’t smiling and they were wearing strange clothes and I’ve still got those photographs to this day, its probably one of the first things I ever actually recall collecting and I do love old photographs, anything that sort of tells you how it was (2:19 minutes). Its quite trendy these days to be interested in retro and looking looking back on the seventies and so on but I’ve been doing it since the seventies so that’s me in a nutshell some people say a should be in a nut house but here I am at the Land Of Lost Content Museum, Craven Arms” (2:36 minutes). 
Stella is now standing in the radio section of The Land of Lost Content Museum surrounded by radios of all sizes.

“Here I am ensconced amongst my radios what I call my wireless display, the word wireless now is different to what it was originally it used to mean radios (2:47 minutes). There’s big ones and right down to little tiny ones like this (close-up of Stella holding a handheld radio) the invention of the transistor in the 1960’s meant that that radios could now be very very transportable like this one but there’s some pretty great brutes on here as well” (3:04 minutes). 
Stella is now standing in the kitchen section of The Land of Lost Content Museum surrounded by weighing scales, a Lyon’s sign and other kitchen ephemera.

“A lot of the war time stuff is of interest these days to to schools with the national curriculum nearly always covering the second world war and I do a lot of loan packs for (an image of a war time aeroplane flashes up on the screen) use in the class room, but there’s a lot of interest here for any one really who’s ever had a home and run a kitchen of any sort” (3:27 minutes).
